	 Over and over my ringtone quoting this funny line from “The Santa Clause 2” rang as the 
alarm tried desperately to get me out of bed.  For 15 minutes I left it play over and over until my 
sister, who was down the hall, couldn’t stand it anymore and came into my room to turn it off.

	 Then, 3 minutes later, alarm number two goes off.   The second alarm was my favorite 
motivational song, “Eye of the Tiger.”  But this day, not even the infamous Rocky anthem was 
doing the job!  I didn’t have the eye of the Tiger, nor was I thrilled with the fight this morning!

	 Why was I so difficult to rouse this morning?  Was it because I had stayed up to late the 
night before watching football?  Was it because the room was so cold and the covers where so 
warm?  Was it sheer laziness?  Actually, the answer is none of the above.

	 The truthful answer was I had wrestled with physical pain the entire night before bed, 
and waking up to the pain at the level I had was just too overwhelming.  Now, you need to un-
derstand that every day I live in physical pain…every step I take on my bad right foot feels like 
someone is sticking a knife in my foot.  However, some days are worse than others, and having 
come off of one of the bad days only to wake up to more instant pain, I didn’t have the fight to 
get up and face another day.

	 However, staying in bed isn’t an option, even when physical pain stands in your way like 
an enormous mountain.  So I cried out to God, “Give me this mountain!  Give me the strength 
to get up and climb over this mountain of pain.”

	 Physical pain and physical issues are huge issues to many people.  If your struggling phys-
ically and can’t take any more, let me tell you, God is here to tell help you through.   God will 
give you the strength to continue moving forward with him.
